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• ASB’s tuition agreement is for the entire dance year, billed in ten monthly 
payments.  
• The first monthly payment will be due the day of your dancer’s first class.    
• Each monthly payment after the first month of classes is due on or before 
the first of each month.   
• Any monthly payment made after the first of the month will be considered 
late, and a $15 past due fee will be attached to that bill.  
• We certainly understand that problems can come up. If you know ahead of 
time that your payment will be late, please inform Nate as soon as possible 
so he can work with you to make other arrangements.
